Term 1 Learning
Our enquiry question this term is ‘What is the point of democracy?’ To help answer this question, we will be travelling back to Ancient Greece – the origins of democracy. Our local MP will also be visiting school to discuss his role and democracy in the present day. 
Our Maths focus is place value then we move on to addition and subtraction. 
We will be developing our Times tables skills focusing on the 3s and 4s.
In English, we will begin with writing our own a Greek myth. Over the term, we will be writing a range of texts including instructions, a biography and poetry.
